Biography for Mr. Joseph Bunetto

Mr. Bunetto began his career at McLaren Engines in1977.  McLaren Engines, Inc. a division of McLaren Performance Technologies in Livonia, Michigan,  houses a modern engine test facility that features sixteen standardized dynamometer test cells.  McLaren’s computerized simulation and analysis capabilities have all appropriate quality certifications and have the ability to communicate with client’s systems for collaborative analysis.  .
Mr. Bunetto began his tenure at McLaren in the dynamometer test lab.  He was assigned to the GM Marine Engine program in 1977.  By 1978 he became engine builder of the Cosworth DFX Indy motors for McLaren’s team car as well as several other customer teams.  Mr. Bunetto both built the engines and conducted the dynamometer tests for all of the Cosworth race engines. 
In 1984 Joe was offered and accepted a position as head engine builder at Kraco Racing, Compton, California. Responsibilities included setting up the original dynamometer test cell facility as well as providing dynamometer testing, engine tuning and diagnostics of the engine at the race track.   Michael Andretti was the team driver during those years. Michael took second place in the Indy car championship two of the four years.

 In 1989 he returned to McLaren Engines as head engine builder for Experimental Turbo Offshore Big Block Chevy engine that was developed in a combined effort between Mclaren Engines, GM and Mercury Marine. The Engine was known as project “734” engine displacement 352 C.I. made 1100 HP. & 1100 Ft. Lbs. torque at 6500 RPM. 
In 1990 Joe was promoted to the Dynamometer Laboratory Manager at McLaren Engines.  Responsible for both personnel and the operation, set up and calibration of Mclaren’s sixteen dynamometer test cells he assisted in bringing the facility up to ISO 9000 qualification standards.  

Starting in 1998 through 2000 Joe continued to manage the Dynamometer Lab at McLaren on an early afternoon shift, and worked at Daimler Chrysler on the early Day shift.  Joe was trained to run heavy duty truck certification testing on GE motoring dynamometer with CVS transient emissions providing data for the EPA at Daimler Chrysler world head quarters in Auburn Hills Michigan. 
June 2002 Joe joined Angel Labs LLC. and Raphial Morgado.  Joe’s duties included setup and calibration of the dynamometer test lab.  Responsibilities included engine build and development of the Angel Labs experimental “MYT” engine.  The prototype engine was approx. 14” x 14” with an 850 C.I. displacement converted from fuel to an air pump it generated 814 Ft. Lbs of torque at 800 RPM. 
In late 2004 Joe returned to McLaren Engines as the Dynamometer Laboratory Manager. Responsibilities included all facets of the operation of 16 dynamometer test cells and its personnel, from engine setups to developing test programs, custom installations, calibration, commissioning and maintenance of the facility.
